News from your PTO
Treasurer:

Fundraising for the 2007/2008 school
year has been extremely successful.
As of May 6™ we have exceeded our
annual budget projection of $40,600
and there will still be slightly more
revenue coming in from the spring
portrait session and Market Day
sales. The year’s most significant
revenue producers were: Fun Fair -
$13,416, Gift Wrap Sales - $9,025,
Winter Wonderland - $3,486, Fall
Book Fair - $2,853, and Market
Day - $2798 (not final). Other large
producers included the Spring Book
Fair - $1920, Target for Education
- $1794, and miscellaneous grant
income totaling $1825.
Congratulations to all of the
volunteers who helped to generate
this revenue!

On the expense side of the house,
checks totaling $32,617 have been
written so far. $13,000 of that
amount has been spent on field trips
for all grade levels. Other significant
expenses include: $3,433 for the
outdoor picnic tables/garbage cans,
$3,383 for teacher funding and
appreciation, $2,920 for all school
assemblies, $2,199 for new books in
the Guided Reading Room, $1,908
for student magazine subscriptions,
and $1,882 for the Young Authors
Program. Also, $1,000 to support the
speakers provided by the Batavia
Parent Academy, $998 for General
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Operating Expenses which includes
an annual accounting review and the
premium for our fidelity bonding,
$594 for the annual pancake
breakfast and ice cream social, and
$504 for the Character Counts
Week.

For those of you that like “visuals”,
graphs of the results to date are
included as attachments to this
newsletter.

With less than one month of school
left we are entering the time when we
will see lots of remaining expenses.
Room Parent funding and LRC
purchases will generate an additional
$2,000 each in expenses, field trips
will generate an additional $750,
Outdoor Ed Day will generate
$3,350, and Battle of the Books and
the 5" Grade Celebration will
generate several hundred dollars
apiece. Also, final teacher funding
requests will be close to $3,000.

If all goes according to plan, we
should end the year with enough cash
on hand to be able to meet our
$10,000 objective to begin to pay for
our long term goal of classroom
projectors! Hurray!!!
