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IMPORTANT REGISTRATION INFORMATION – FOR 2008/09 ONLY 

 Incoming fifth grade students do not need a physical examination.  

Hepatitis B immunization series is still required.   

 

 Incoming sixth grade students do not need a physical examination.  

They had a physical to enter fifth grade and will be ―grandfathered‖ 

for the 2008/09 school year. 

 

 Kindergarten and ninth grade students are required to have a 

physical completed by the first day of school or they will not be 

allowed to start school.   

 

 Dental exams are required for all entering kindergarten, second, and 

sixth grade students. 

 

 Children entering kindergarten are required to have an eye exam by 

an optometrist or physician who provides complete eye examinations 

by October 15, 2008.  Forms will be mailed shortly.   

 

 All forms for physical, dental, and eye exams are available in the 

Grace McWayne office.
